Dear Mr. Carson and Ms. Gibson:

Attached please find a rough site map and parking maps for the Venice Half Marathon and 5K. We would like
the date of the 14th of September this vear. The route for the Half Marathon and most details for the participants
can be found at:

www.VeniceHalf.com

The 5K route will likely be an out and back course that will still reenter the Park at the south end just as the Half
Marathon would and follow the path to the finish near the large pavilion. We would contract with police and
EMT's as required by the respective agencies. We would work with police to block Harbor Drive South at
approximately 10 minutes before the start at 6:30 a.m.. All runners should have turned the corner east on Beach
Road about 6:35. Runners will proceed east on Airport Avenue East and the southern eastbound lane will be
coned with 36" FDOT cones following design standard 600 series. Half Marathon runners will then be on
protected paths for the remainder of the event as shown on the course map online. Five K runners will return on
the same route after a U turn near Ringling Drive South.All roads in the area should be cleared of runners by
7:30 a.m. or so. A more detailed Maintenance of Traffic Plan can be provided after meeting with Police and
following their recommendations. Waste management will be handled by Elite Events Staff with nearly 100
percent of waste consisting of cardboard, paper, and plastic. Water stops will be left spotless. The Park will be
left spotless. If Park dumpsters are not available, we will contract with a company to provide a dumpster. Even
with a great turnout a modest container is usually all that is needed.

I hope this information is adequate at this point to proceed with the event. I can meet with whomever I need to
with fairly short notice. We look forward to bringing this event to Venice!

Hopefully this email will answer all of your questions. Elite Events would begin setup within the Park the
evening before on the 13th after packet pickup or about 6:00 p.m. and would include items like barricades,
tents, banners, and staging in general. Nothing would be done out on the course until about 4:00 a.m. on race
day. Race day packet pickup would be at the Park and continue until race start at 6:30 a.m. with the National
Anthem and announcements 5 minutes and 10 minutes before. Awards for the 5K will take place as scheduled
on our website and during the completion of the half marathon. Half marathon awards will proceed at 9:20 a.m.
even though several runners will still be finishing up the course. They will be allowed to finish and enjoy snacks
and perhaps even still pick up their award should they win one. Cleanup will be continuous and the course will
be swept by me and will be left at least as clean as it was before the event. Same with the Park. Trailers should
be loaded and ready to leave by 11:00 a.m. on race day. A printable course map is now included online and can
also be accessed from this email below:

Regarding Certificates of Insurance, they will be provided to all entities that need them including The City of
Venice, Sarasota County, Elite Events Florida, Inc. and any additional that may be necessary.

Regarding Police, Elite Events would need several Officers to help secure Harbor Drive, Beach Road and
Airport Avenue for the start of the race and completion of the 5K. Also two officers for the road crossing at
Colonia Lane East. We understand that there are minimum hours for the Officers and we will staff as the Police
see fit.
