He constantly attends training
opportunities to stay abreast of current marine related law enforcement trends, and is also a

member of the Florida Marine Intelligence Unit (FMIU).

Paul is also very proud and honored to organize and direct the Sarasota County Special Olympics
Annual Sharks Tooth Fishing Tournament for the Special Olympic Athletes of our community.
The fishing tournament is held in April. The past event celebrated the 15™ year the Venice Police

Marine Patrol planned this event.
