SUBJECT / TOPIC: Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) General
Appropriations Grant Funding — New 2.8 million Gallon Equalization Basin Tank at the
Water Reclamation Facility.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: The City of Venice has received $850,000 Legislative General
Appropriations Grant to help fund construction of the Utilities Equalization Basin Tank project.
The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) issued Grant Agreement No. L0361
under the State’s FY2025/FY2026 appropriations, and it must be executed by the Mayor.

The proposed equalization basin tank will enable operations staff to maintain a consistent flow
throughout the treatment plant, allowing for more precise process control and improving the
overall quality of the plant effluent. Additionally, the tank will help mitigate adverse impacts on
the Bardenpho biological treatment process and provide resilience against extreme weather
events, including hurricanes.

Once the agreement is fully executed, the City will receive grant funds on a reimbursement basis.
